The
Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016, provides a comprehensive definition of disability
as a long-term physical, mental, intellectual, or sensory impairment that, in conjunction with
barriers, impedes full and equitable participation in society. The 2011 census tallied 2.68 crore
disabled individuals in India, constituting 2.21% of the total population, with a
disproportionately higher prevalence in rural areas. Notably, locomotor disabilities, accounting
for 48%, rank highest among the 21 types of disabilities identified.

Disabled individuals in India face pervasive stigma from infancy, perpetuated by entrenched
stereotypes portraying them as burdensome and incapable of meaningful contribution. This
pernicious stigma manifests in exclusion, ridicule, and marginalization across various spheres of
life, including familial dynamics, educational settings, and employment opportunities. Stigma,
characterized by exclusion, rejection, blame, or devaluation, is fueled by the anticipation of
adverse social judgments.

Increased access to education: Equitable financial resources can help more
people, particularly those from marginalized groups, get an education, which can
foster a more inclusive and diverse classroom.
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Improved academic performance: Students who experience less financial stress
are better able to concentrate on their schoolwork rather than worrying about
money problems.

Increased professional opportunities: Students who have equal access to
financial resources may be able to pursue careers that call for a large financial
commitment.

Reducing dropout rates: Taking care of financial issues can assist in lowering
dropout rates, particularly for students from disadvantaged families.

Encouraging student wellbeing: Less financial strain can result in better student
wellbeing, which includes less worry and sadness.
